PLAYING CONDITIONS: The tournament will be played by the Swiss system, at 9 rounds. The time limit is 2 hours per person for all the game.

DESIGNATION OF THE WINNER: The order of the players is determind to the number of points obtained. If at the end of the tournament two or more players are tide for the same place, the tie shall be broken in the following order:

a) The Median Buchholz,

b) The Buchholz,

c) The sum of Progressive Scores,

d) The Results

PRIZES: The organizer provides cups, medals and material prizes. The organizer provides also financial prizes to at least top four players:

I 800 EUR,

II 600 EUR,

III 400 EUR,

IV  200 EUR,

All prizes will be presented at the technical meeting.

FINANCIAL REGULATIONS: Entry fee is 20 EUR for each player. The price is 250 EUR per person.
